After returning to America Dr. Moffett became 
Secretary to the Board of Foreign Missions and is now 
awaiting orders t o return to Korea.

Nothing less than ' a perfect season was Whitworth's Pirates goal for the 1954 season. 
Whitworth's season opened with a non-conference game with old rival Eastern Washington and 

ended with the same team. Bob Ward, Wayne Buchert, Bud Pocklington, and frosh quarterback Don 
Price were instrumental in the 27-0 trouncing of the Savages at Richland, September 24. 

Western Washington managed to drag itself into Spokane October I, as the Whits renewed 
their appearance in the Spokane Stadium after several years' layoff for the Bucs' first league game. 
The Vikings left the field at the end of the game in much worse condition, abso rbing a 33-0 licking 
by the Whits. 

Central Washington put up a much stiffer fight than the Vikings October 8, although the Pirates 
finally did manage to grind out another win, 15-6. 

Whitworth moved to the coast for two week-end engagements, October IS and 22, to test the 
mettle of College of Puget Sound and University of British Columbia . Both fell before the Whitworth 
grid machine, 33-13 and 27-6, respectively_ 

Oregon's Linfield College invaded the campus Pine Bowl October 29, as the victory-laden Pirate 
ship prepared to add another prize to their growing victory heap aboard in a non-conference tilt 
before a large homecoming crowd. The Wildcats ended in the same cage the Whits have been 
packing them in the last few years, 41-13. 

One long year of waiting finally paid off for the Bucs November 6, as they trampled into the 
ground the proud Pacific Lutheran Gladiators 38-2 to avenge for the previous year's loss to the 
same team in the "fog bowl" in Tacoma. This marked the first time that the Whits had been able 
to defeat the Lutes on the gridiron. 

With a bowl bid that failed to materialize in view, the Pirates sailed into Cheney to rack up 
the Savages for the worst defeat of the Whitworth-Eastern Washington series and the Evergreen 
Championship before a rapidly disappearing Eastern homecoming crowd November 12, 55-0.

Coach Art Smith's job at the beginning of the season wa s to put together a new starting five, 
since four of last year's starters were no longer around. "We're green, awfully green," Smith said , 
as he packed his casaba men into cars for their trip to Montana, as they prepared to p lay Montana 
University and Weste rn Montana for their pre-season sc rimmages. 

About the end of January Whitworth hit its best shooting form against College of Puget 
Sound, as they made sawd ust of the CPS Loggers in Graves gymnasium, 97-57.
