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Bucs Finish Season

The 1977 Pirate football team finished the season with big hearts, though the record
stood at 2-7. Being a relatively young and inexperienced team. the Bucs were guided
by Daryl Squires. a former Buc, in his first year of coaching college ball.

The season opener against Western Washington University saw victory for the
Pirates. A one-yard run by Pete Lewis and a 35-yard run by Mark Jensen totalled the
final 12-0 score. Rushing yards totalled 260 while Jensen carried the ball ten times
for 100 yards. Leo Ezerins punted eight times for a 45.8 yard average. including one
gorgeous 62-yarder.

The other season victory for the Bucs resulted from an excellent second-half
comeback in a game against Pacific University which was marred by penalties and
turnovers: 13 fumbles, four interceptions. and 200 yards in combined penalties.
Ezerins made two touchdowns including a 61-yard pass from Ed Riley. Jensen also
had two touchdowns and a conversion from Ken Pecka in the final eight minutes.

The team was composed of four returning starters, 18 lettermen. 15 transfers, and 18
freshmen. Homecoming saw the Pirates matched against Linfield, leader of the
conference. Nonetheless, a super first half kept the Wildcats on their toes and going
to the lockers with a 14-14 deadlock. Jensen performed outstandingly with 19 carries,
168 yards, and two touchdowns. Pecka snagged two interceptions. But despite the
Pirates’ outstanding performance. the Wildcats triumphed during the second half.

During the college of Idaho game. Quarterback Riley connected 11 of 29 passes for
117 yards. In a rout with the University of Puget Sound, Ezerins snagged five passes
for 116 yards and one touchdown while Pecka picked off two Logger passes. The
Pirates travelled to Portland, where Lewis and Clark College garnered its first win
over the Bucs in five years. Jensen displayed a beautiful 56-yard touchdown run in
the first half. Mike Herron booted a 37-yard field goal and grabbed a seven-yard
touchdown pass from Pete Lewis in the second. During the fourth quarter, the Bucs
scored twice: first, on a Lewis-Ezerins connection of 58 yards, and later on a one-
yard plunge by Riley. Ezerins connected five passes for 143 yards and totalled 379
offensive and 230 passing yards.

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Mark Jensen was named All Conference first team for his
performance as fullback. During the season he gained 911
total rushing yards — 101.2 yard average per game — leading
the league in rushing, and second in scoring. Eight
touchdowns and one conversion totalled 50 points. Jensen,
also snagged 17 passes for 170 yards.

Lew Webb and Mike Christianson. offensive right guard and
tackle respectively, did a fine blocking job which helped
Jensen gain his super yardage.

Mark Deerheim was named unanimously by Northwest
Conference coaches for a first team position as Tackle.
Deerheim tallied 48 unassisted and 93 assisted tackles: sacked
opposing quarterbacks 16 times; deflected nine pass attempts,
intercepting one; and knocked loose three fumbles.

Pete Lewis led the team in fumble recoveries with five and
touchdown passes with four. Ed Riley averaged 82.3 passing
yards for each game. Leo Ezerins had only five of 49 punts
blocked for 2,068 yards while Ken Pecka snagged eight
interceptions. Greg Strom led in punt returns with 12 and
kickoff returns with 10 averaging 16.2 yards a shot.

Cross Country

The Women’s and Men’s Cross Country teams both competed successfully in the 1977 season.
The women placed 5th in a field of thirty major schools at the A.I.A.W. Regional Meet held at
Whitworth, and won the Whitman Invitational in October. The men in the league race had
hoped for the championship, but two major injuries left the team in third place — the highest for
Whitworth in five years.

Coach Zeiger is proud of the fact that Whitworth’s cross country team is the largest team in this
part of the country. Out of 43 runners, only two are seniors; this leaves Whitworth Cross
Country with plenty to look forward to!
