A college education is not just for learning to see the world as it was and
now is, but also for learning to see the world as it is becoming through
emerging developments in science, the arts and the humanities. Through
our college experiences we learn to be aware of the dynamics of the sur-
rounding world. Our first response to some of these revelations is the feel-
ing that we have lost our steering ability. We suddenly feel a new need—to
decide upon and reach out for a preferred future, some guiding image
that gives us strength and purpose.

During the decade of the 1970’s, approximately 3,000 students graduat-
ed from Whitworth College. I like to believe that most of them feel they
have acquired this anticipatory knowledge. Graduates have been exposed
to faculty interchanges and fellow student dialogue during which they have
received a fusion of what human beings have done in history, a glimpse of
the scientific-technological knowledge currently available to human
intentionality, and a sense of prophetic inquiry born of a Christian heritage
and commitment.

The most moving experiences of my ten years at Whitworth were always
