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TRADITIONS

Traditions comprise much of who we are. Without them, we could
not have a foundation to build on. Whitworth, deemed from the
beginning a Christian, liberal arts college, is steeped in tradition. From
the more serious traditions of weekly chapel and faculty convocation,
to the lighter customs of Saga-tray sledding and tennis ball golf, this
college has passed down sits own rites over the century.

Like anything else, some traditions last intact through the genera-
tions, while others shift and change. Forrest Baird, professor of Philos-
ophy, commented on the lighter tradition of pinecone catching,
“Catching pinecones has gotten a lot harder since they cut the lower
branches. You used to hear them falling, while now they free-fall for 60
feet. Maybe that's a sign of the 90's.”

What we do with Whitworth's traditions is up to us. We make the
transitions, by reviving old customs, like the Whitworth Fight Song, or
by ereating our own traditions, like observing Martin Luther King, Jr.
Day as a school holiday.

Very often then, there is a fine line between tradition and transmon
The two are intertwined, so together constitute what our school is like
today. What we experienced this fall as Community Building Day, our
Whitworth predecessors were experiencing at the beginning of this
century. One hundred years ago, however, our ancestors were not
living in co-ed dorms. This is a transition that will effect future stu-
dents.

Looking back at Whitworth's tradition of triumphing over adversity
makes it easier to endure the often difficult transitions the school is
going through now. While declined enroliment and budget'cuts have
been catch-phrases in this new decade, Whitworth has maintained its
vision and commitment to the future. As students this year, we have
been caught in transition, often unwillingly. It is only through change,
however, that growth and wisdom occur.

Traditions are the foundation behind this school, while transitions
serve to move us along to even better ground. .

For over 80 years, Whitworth stu-
dents have gotten out of classes for
the day, and some have actually
chosen to clean up the campus in-
stead of sleeping. On Sept. 19th, the
ASWC continued this tradition by
sponsoring Community Building
day.

“It is the longest existing tradition
that we have besides the generic
freshman initiation," said Professor
Dale Soden, author of A Venture of
Mind and Spirit: An lllustrated Histo-
ry of Whitworth College.

“Community Building Day is a
day set aside for faculty, staff, ad-
ministration and students to collec-
tively reinstate campus pride; cre-
ate ownership of campus surround-
ings and grounds; and foster a
greater sense of campus-wide to-
getherness,”” as described by the
ASWC,

Trees were planted, bark was laid,
pine needles were raked, and flower
beds were weeded. The grand prize
of $150 went to Ballard Hall, which
had the highest percentage of resi
dent participants and the largest

number of faculty member involved
in its cleanup. MacMillan Hall and
Baldwin/Jenkins followed close be-
hind.

Jane Lucas, president of Ballard,
contributed thew victory to their
small size. '"More enthusiasm can
be installed in a smaller dorm. In
larger dorms people may not be no-
ticed if they don't show up," she
said.

Approximately 65 percent of the
students residing on campus and 35
percent of the faculty participated,
according to ASWC Vice-President
Debbie O'Brien.

Next year, O'Brien said she hopes
there will be some improvements. ‘'
hope the whole community gets in-
volved; including off-campus stu-
dents and all of the faculty,” she
said. ‘Chaplain Doug Dye, who
helped with the cleanup, would like
to see something more ambitious
done. “Something more major like
building a house." he said. -Hilary
Hoffman and Holly Grimm.

This year Whitworth brought
back traditions that had been miss-
ing from past Homecoming events.
A homecoming court was one of the
traditions that was lost over the
years. This year's court included
princesses Tiffany Turner (fresh-
man), Meg Hansen (sophomore),
and Kim Thompson (junior); and
princes Tony Figuira (freshman),
Eric Ludy (sophomore), and Greg
Clady (junior).
